lowa Air Quality Regulations

\—. All new or modified equipment and control equipment that emits air
pollutants must have a construction permit unless the equipment is
otherwise exempt.

Air quality regulations are regulated by the Clean Air Act. Managed nationally by the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency and in lowa by the lowa Department of Natural Resources Air Quality Bureau to control air
pollution and protect public health and public welfare.

Common Permit Exemptions

Small Unit Exemption (SUE)

Included within the list of exemptions in the IAC, a small unit exemption can be used by any emission unit and
associated control (if applicable) with emissions below DNR SUE ton per year thresholds for the regulated air
pollutants. A SUE justification document must be signed and kept on site but does not need to be submitted to DNR.
See 567 IAC 22.1(2) for more information.
